Tell us about the project. For this beautiful, Georgian Manor in
Greenwich, CT the client desired a neoclassical look that felt both
updated, yet timeless. When the client bought the home the
decoration was very dated —imagine an explosion of chintz! They
requested a total transformation and wanted an interior that
would complement their art and the stunning property. The entry
is the first space you see in this impressive home and it makes a
classically timeless—yet stylishly—updated impression with its
unique blend of antiques with contemporary pieces.

Talk about the process. This was a major project that required
incredible attention to detail. Rinfret, Ltd. was tasked with the
complete renovation of this 11,000 square foot home and it was a

two-year process. For this entry Rinfret, Ltd. designed the custom

painted walis in grisaille with neoclassical elements that are
incorporated into imagery illustrating the client’s own landscape.
The inspiration point for the design of this space was the black
marble fireplace with stunning Greek key detail that looks
beautiful with the classic limestone and black marble floors. To
complete this look Rinfret, Ltd. brought in a stunning collection of

antiques, most notably the amazing console.

What made this project unique? The mural design is inspired by the
homeowner’s property. Antiques perfectly placed against the mural
create a trompe l'oeil effect and only heighten the impact of this
artistry and show how well thought through and executed it is. The
space works so well due to the scale, color and the incorporation of
the unique mix of antiques. The client had total faith in Rinfret,
Ltd., respecting their role as the designer to create this spectacular
entry. It was a great collaboration finding the unique pieces and
